FAQ
If a student starts the 6-hour process to attain ATB, and in the meantime, the student passes an ATB test, when could we award Title IV aid for this student?
If the student passes the ATB test, then the 6-hour requirement is moot and Title IV aid can be processed immediately for that student, provided the student meets all the other requirements to be eligible for Title IV aid.
Under current regulations, are schools required to re-process Title IV aid (in the Spring, for the Fall term) for a student on whom we have already processed an R2T4 in Fall, when we find out in Spring that the student returned for a second module in the Fall term?  Assume that the student has not requested additional loan funds for Fall, and that the Financial Aid office happened to notice that the student returned in Fall.
Current Regulations - Under current regulations, the school would need to re-process the Title IV aid if it included any Pell (or other grant aid) in the R2T4.  The school would not have to re-process the Title IV aid if it only included student loans.  That being stated, it would be in the school’s advantage to go ahead and re-process the student’s Title IV aid.  If the student wants the additional loans, the student could accept them, and if the student did not want the additional loans, the student could reject them.  If the school determines it does not want to re-process the non-loan Title IV aid, it should document its decision well and include that notation in the student’s file.  
New Regulations – Under the new regulations, a school must “undo” an R2T4 calculation and treat a student as not having withdrawn if:

· In a standard-term program, the student does not confirm plans to attend a later module in the same period, yet does so anyway.
· In a non-term or non-standard-term program, the student is not scheduled to begin another course within the 45-day period but does so anyway.      [§668.22(a)(2)(iii)]
Under the new regulations, if a ballet student passes Ballet 1, but doesn’t make her boards (evaluation of her expertise and ability to perform), can she re-take Ballet 1 with Title IV aid?  If she re-takes Ballet 1, passes and still doesn’t make her boards, can she re-take it again with Title IV aid?  Assume that not passing the boards doesn’t preclude the student from taking Ballet 2.
The new regulations (July 1, 2011) allow for a one-time re-take of a previously-passed course, paid with Title IV aid.  The student would be allowed to re-take the class a second time with Title IV aid, but not a third time with Title IV aid.  If the student failed Ballet 1, she would be eligible to re-take the class a second time with Title IV aid and in the event she failed the class a second time, she would be able to re-take the class a third time with Title IV aid, provided she is otherwise eligible for Title IV aid under the school satisfactory academic process policy.

Under the new regulations, if I have a student that takes a sports-related course for credit each semester throughout his/her undergraduate career (multiple repeats), how can he/she receive Title IV aid for those repeated semesters?  Similarly, what about a dissertation course that currently is 4 semesters long (3 repeats)?
As the new regulations allow for a one-time re-take of a previously-passed course, the school would be well-advised to consider re-numbering courses of this type so that the course number isn’t repeated each semester.  This method was also advised by trainers at the FSA 2011 Regulatory Training in Houston.
